So daar moes 'n pad deur die rooi see gewees het van 

amper 5 km breed sodat 5000 mense langs mekaar kon loop om in een nag deur 

te loop.

We've al l heard the saying: "Stuff happens".   (OK, some of you may know the 

saying a little differently, but nonetheless, you know what I'm talking 

about.)   Anyway, a while ago, my son and I were watching a story on TV where 

the bad guy was "interrogating" the goo d guy, who was tied up in a chair.   At 

some stage, in response to one of the many questions, the good guy says: 

"Stuff happens" and in reply, the bad guy said: "Yes. Stuff happens, but this 

stuff is happening to you!"  

We've probably all been in a situation  where, like that good guy, we've 

experienced "stuff" happening to us.   I'm talking specifically about the BAD 

"waking up on the side of a road and remembering the bakkie turning in front 

of you while you were trying to overtake it" kind of stuff.   It is g enerally at 

times like this that we tend to start moaning , since we believe it is unfair when 

this stuff happens to us "good guys".   We say things like , "Why me, Lord?ó and 

òWhat have I done to deserve this?".   As a matter of fact, the very first words I 

can remember coming out of my mouth, after my accident, were: "Lord, this 

was REALLY not necessary."  

For those that haven't heard the story yet, the short version.   I was on my way 

home from Piet Retief on a rainy winter's Wednesday in June, 2008 , when  I 

tr ied to overtake a bakkie.   What I didn't realise was that the bakkie was 

actually slowing down to turn into the farm gate on the right of the road and 

by the time I realised what was happening it was too late.   All I could do was 

head off to the scene of a  nasty accident.  

After being checked and x -rayed at the Medi -clinic in Ermelo I was transferred 

to Wilgers Hospital in Pretoria where they subsequently operated on my lower 

right leg twice before sending me home to recover and mope on my own.   The 

second o peration saw me emerge from the theatre with what looked like a 

satellite tv antenna attached to the bottom part of my right leg and I spent 6 

months walking around, freaking people out and experiencing reception 

problems if I moved around too much.   After  these 6 months I had a plaster 

cast on my leg for a further 8 weeks and a "moon boot" for another 6 weeks 

after that.  

While I was lying in bed after the first trip to the theatre, I remember looking at 

the plaster cast on my leg and thinking: "Why is this  happening to me?"   The 

thought that came to me was that I should read Romans 8:28.  

So, after reading,  "And we know that all things work together for good to those 

who love God, to those who are called according to His purpose, " I felt like the 

Lord had g iven me a cryptic clue instead of an answer.   I don't know what you 

would have done, but I read it a couple of times, laughed and said: "Ok, Lord, 

that's funny.

I just couldn't see how a badly broken leg, which would require more operations, could 

work together for my good at all!   I could only see the "facts" that the Doctor had been 

laying out for me.   The x -rays, which showed that the bottom third of my leg was 

shattered into about 9 pieces.   The prospect of walking with a stiff ankle for the rest of 

my life...IF I could walk at all!   I heard the Doctor say that this part of the leg normally 

takes the longest to heal, because it is well known that it has the least blood circulation 

in the whole of the leg.   So, like a "normal" Christian, I lay there waiting for the Lord to 

give me my clear, uncomplicated answer.   I mea n, I needed to know where to go with 

this.   What should I do now and, above all, I needed to know why this had happened?  

After two days of moaning, groaning and searching, I still didn't have an answer.   I mean, 

I even watched Oprah and Dr Phil EVERY DAY a nd they couldn't help! : -) Then I got a 

sms from a friend's wife.   Her sms was simple and to the point.   It contained the usual 

sympathies and niceties, but it ended with these words: "Read Isaiah 55:8".   I took my 

Bible and saw these words on the page: "F or My thoughts are not your thoughts, nor 

your ways My ways, says Jehovah."   I started laughing, purely because I realised how 

silly I was to question the Lord's answer in the first place.  

Why is it that we can't just accept the answer and worry about the explanation 

later?   Why is it that we want the Lord to explain His every move to us, instead of just 

falling into step with Him and trust, like little children, that His intentions are for our 

best?   Why is it that we believe we are "more special" than oth ers and require treatment 

worthy of who we are?   Why can't we just s tick to doing what we know the L ord has 

called us to do?  

When I look back at the last two years after the accident, I can now plainly see some of 

the things that worked together for good i n this situation.   I can see the relationship I 

was able to build with certain individuals purely because we had now been through 

similar circumstances. A relationship that I would otherwise not have been able to build.   

I could now see the fact that I cou ld strengthen relationships with others, because we 

were going through hardships at the same time and could support and encourage each 

other, even though these hardships were totally different.    

By telling other people my story, I could somehow help them to see that their situation 

wasn't as bad as they thought it was .  

 

 



 
 

  

A while after the pins were removed from my leg, I even had the opportunity to 

encourage a Muslim guy who was lying in a hospital with similar pins in his arm.   As 

weird as it may sound, I actually encouraged myself every time I told someone else my 

story, purely because I was reminded that things happened for a reason, even if I still 

didn't know what the reasons were.  

Now, as is customary, we get to the "moral of the story", or the "punch line".   When you 

are feeling as if the world is on your shoulders an d everyone is conspiring against you ;  

when you feel as if there is very little hope that you will never get out of the situation 

you are in , don't give up.   Hold onto the promise that God holds out through that "silly, 

irrational" verse in His Word: "And we know that all things work together for good to 

those who love God, to those who are called according to His purpose."  

If you have given your life to God and are "called" by Him to His service, then this verse 

is as true for you as it ever was, or will b e, for anyone else.   If you are willing to listen to 

God's commands and follow Him to the fulfilling of His purpose, then you will be able to 

break through any situation that you face.   You will be able to come out the other side 

victorious.   You will be a ble to stand up and testify to the fact that, although God's ways 

are not our ways, they are good ways indeed, because...You were called according to His 

purpose.   You are His child.   You are an heir to His Kingdom.

One thing I have learnt through this.   Whatever the situation you are facing...Keep on 

Riding for the Son.
